Question: For whom did Schaeffer write the Basic Bible Studies? 
 Prepared for a “seeker” 
 Valuable to anyone for personal study or apologetic purposes 
Question: How many people come to L’Abri as non-Christians and leave as non-Christians? 
 No pressure to convert; salvation is in God’s hands 
 Over half become Christians while at L’Abri, others later 
 Christian responsibility of evangelism 
  * Acts 1:8 - evangelism is for all Christians 
  * God’s work, but make use of every opportunity 
  * Difficulties in the apparent lack of “perseverance of the saints”   
   Not everyone needs to know a “date” 
   “Handed over for the destruction of the flesh” 
Question: What was the relationship of L’Abri to the church? 
 Not a church itself 
 Encouragement to become involved in a church upon leaving L’Abri
